Criteria for This Award: 

The recipient must:

· be a young Catholic (age 15 -25)

· has been involved in a significant way in one or more Church activities (e.g. educational, liturgical, pastoral, administrative)

· known as committed to his/her faith and love Jesus

· be recognized by peers as a leader in faith-based activities 

· have a practical and working approach to the Consistent Life Ethic
